Confirmation 2010-2011 Requirements

1.  Please attend all scheduled classes
a. Please be prompt.  I will do my best to keep closely to the 1.5 hours requested, but it will be difficult to accomplish the class goals if we routinely start late.
b. If you can only come for part of a class, please contact me as early as possible.
c. Since the curriculum builds on itself each week, if you must miss a class, it can be made up by contacting Chris. A “make up,” 30 minute “class” will be scheduled at a time/place that is mutually convenient before the next class.  (Chris’s schedule is very flexible, don’t worry, we can make something work!)  It can be at the church, at Starbucks, at home— wherever and virtually whenever it’s convenient.
2.  Complete 11 worship reflection “blue sheets” before confirmation day.  
a. Worship “blue sheets” are included in the confirmation binders.  If you forget your binder or a blue sheet on Sunday, extras can be found in the top right drawer of the desk outside the main office.
3.  Participate in 2 mission projects with the church and/or youth group
a. There will be numerous projects available throughout the year.  If you find it might be difficult to complete this requirement, please contact Chris
4.  Meet with Chris twice throughout the year to discuss one’s confirmation experience
a. This can be at Chris’s office, Starbucks, or some other convenient place.  It should take no longer than 30 minutes.
b. If necessary, a “make up” class can count as one of these meetings
c. One of the meetings ought to be towards the end of the confirmation experience
1. At each meeting, turn in your work from the previous meeting and any blue sheets you might have ready
a. Put your name on your work, so I can give credit where it’s due!
